


Defection of Killian Forde!

On 8" January Cllr. Killian Forde announced that he was resigning from Sinn Féin and taking
with him the seat he won as a Sinn Féin candidate in the 2004 and 2009 local elections.
Two days later he joined the Labour Party.

On 21¢t December he had voted for the Council budget, against the democratic decision of Sinn Féin in
Dublin. Commenting on this the Chairperson of the Patrick Cannon Sinn Féin cumann, Donaghmede
ward, Michedl Mac Donncha, said:

“Killian Forde was elected in June 2009 as a Sinn Féin Councillor, on a Sinn Féin policy platform, with
the support of Sinn Féin activists in the local election constituency of Donaghmede. He stood before the
people as a Sinn Féin candidate and received his mandate on that basis. His defection is a betrayal of those
voters and members of Sinn Féin who elected him. They did not vote for a councillor who supports new
charges on low income families. He should resign the seat and allow Sinn Féin to co-opt a replacement.”

“Already Sinn Féin in the Donaghmede ward and in the Dublin North East
constituency is moving on from this and planning the way forward, developing
the party and continuing to give principled and effective representation to
people in this area and across Dublin.”
